6 Installation of RS-100 Door 
To avoid obstructions to door during installation, make sure that all trusses and other support beams do not fall 
below the required clear opening height.

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6.2 Overview 
RS-100 Doors are shipped with pre-assembled Left Track and Right Track. When components are received, 
check for damaged, loose or missing parts.  If there are damaged or missing parts contact your RollSeal 
distributor immediately.  Please read and understand all instructions in this manual before beginning 
installation. 

 

Please note that the left and right sides of the door assembly are mirrored. Diagram 5A may detail either left or 
right assembly, but assembly for the other side is a mirrored image of what is shown.  

 

  
 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

6.3 Adjusting the Door Framing or Clear Opening 
If necessary, adjust the dimensions of the mounting posts or framing members. Refer to Section 6.5, Page 9 
for details of attaching door to framing members.  Framing material must provide suitable support for 
attachment of screws. Make sure that mounting posts or framing members are positioned so that the screw 
holes of the outer flanges of the vertical members (Left and Right Tracks) will align with the mounting posts 
or framing members.   

 
NOTE:  Allow 1' (30.4 cm) minimum, preferably 18" (45.7 cm) clearance above the Head 

Unit for future panel maintenance or replacement. 
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6.4 Attachment Points of Door 
When sizing the clear opening for attachment of the door, pay close attention to the following guidelines.  

1. Make sure that clear opening is plumb and square. 

2. The Left and Right Tracks have outer flanges with pre-drilled holes that serve as attachment points.   

3. Flanges must be flush against framing for attachment of screws. 

6.5 Fastening Door Assembly to Clear Opening 
1. Verify that the overall height and overall width of the clear opening meet the requirements for the 

Door System. 

2. Carefully press flanges of the Left Track 
assembly flush against face of framing boards 
or posts. The track should be aligned so that 
the outer flanges will overlap the framing 
boards or posts when the door assembly is in 
position. 

3. Use a level to check alignment. Loosely fasten 
the Left Track with two (2) stitch screws (in 
steel) or lag screws (in wood) through the 
flanges. Leave the screws loosely attached to 
allow the tracks to have freedom of movement 
for plumb and squaring after the Back Plate is 
installed. See Diagram 6A, Page 8.

4. Attach the Top Bar to the Left Track using 

¼” bolts and nuts.

6. Use a level to check alignment. Loosely fasten the Right Track with two (2) Stitch screws (in steel) or 

lag screws (in wood) through the flanges. Leave the screws loosely attached to allow the tracks to 
have freedom of movement for plumb and squaring after the Back Plate is installed.    

7. Slide the Back Plate into position between wall and the Tracks (behind tracks).

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12 Door Panel Adjustments 
During normal operation, the tension pipes should run in   
close proximity of each other.  The clearance   
between the tension pipes should normally be 
between 1/4 to 1/2 (6.35 mm - 12.7 
mm).  See Detail 3 below. There are 
two situations pertaining to the 
tension pipes that may cause 
problems with door 
operation.  If the tension pipes 
are too far apart, the tension 
pipes will not repel each other.  
This causes poor contact 
between the hook & loop or 
magnets.  On the other hand, if the 
tension   
pipes are riding one another   
(i.e. touching one another),   
the door panel material does   
not flow evenly, thus leaving   
wrinkles in the panel instead of 
a stretched, smooth & even 
appearance. 

Adjustment Procedures 
The clearance between the 
tension pipes can be adjusted 
by raising or lowering the 
door panels.  Each door has 
three panels:  (1) the inside 
panel (panel facing the inside 
of building) is attached to the 
Back Plate.    
(2) The center panel is attached   
to the roller.  (3) The outside   
panel (facing the outside of 
building) is attached to the   
front bar.  Adjustments are made to the inside panel and/or the outside panel. 

NOTE:  The door must be in the closed position for panel adjustments.  Ensure the 
panels are not damaged while removing or reinstalling the nuts and screws. 

To adjust the height of the outside tension pipe, raise or lower the outside door panel by detaching the panel hook & 
loop from the front bar, and raising or lowering the panel.  Then re-attach the panel loop to the hook on the front bar.  
Be sure to keep the tension pipe level during this procedure. 

To adjust the height of the inside tension pipe, raise or lower the inside door panel by detaching the panel hook & 
loop from the Back Plate, and raising or lowering panel.  Then re-attach the panel loop to the hook on Back Plate.  
Be sure to keep tension pipe level during this procedure.  Install Tek screws through the panel material and into the 
Back Plate to securely hold the material in place. 
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13 Cleaning Panels and Windows 
Panels and Windows can be cleaned using a solution of cold to warm, mild soapy water and a soft cloth. 

Gently wipe off the soiled area to remove dirt particles. Using a soft cloth gently wipe the panel and window with 
the soapy solution. Thoroughly rinse the area with pure cold or warm water to remove soap. 

Dry off thoroughly with a dry cloth.  

DO NOT ROLL-UP the panel onto itself without making sure it is completely dry!!!
